B. Include up-dated Insurance Binder (51,000,000 insurance binder certificate of general
liability)
C. Provide copies of valid hoisting licenses for heavy equipment operators
D. Provide check for $25 made out to the Town of Wayland

3. A water mark-out must be scheduled following the acceptance of a Trench Permit. Contact the
water department at 508-358-3672 to schedule.

4. Never Leave a Trench unattended!

5. Contractor/Excavator must provide protection or barrier to the Town’s roadway while
equipment is being operated, transported, loaded, or unloaded within the roadway or Town's
right-of-way.

6. Contractor/Excavator will be responsible for any damage incurred to Town’s infrastructure as a
result of work under this permit, and the Town shall seek recourse for all cost to bring right of
way back to preconstruction conditions.
